W I N E M A K I N G  &  A G I N G

Great care and attention are taken at harvest time; half of the Sauvignon Blanc grapes

are picked by hand. A first sorting, carried out in the vineyard, ensures that only the

grapes that have reached the desired maturity level are retained. Grapes are then

taken to the cellars to undergo a short, cold pre-fermentation maceration before

being pressed and fermented. aging on fine lees lasts for approximately 3-4 months

before bottling in early spring.

T A S T I N G  N O T E S

Pale gold in hue with light yellow tints. This wine has an intense bouquet with hints of

grapefruit and peach. The palate is crisp and refreshing with citrus and exotic fruit

aromas.
